gave way to a beautiful Presidio

morning, people gathered to

celebrate the latest gift of support

from a family whose long-standing

commitment to the Presidio has

changed the face of the park.

In April, Speaker of the House

Nancy Pelosi announced that the

Evelyn and Walter Haas, Jr. Fund

made a grant for the Presidio

totaling $15 million dollars. This gift

will renovate and double the size of

the Presidio’s Rob Hill Campground,

the only overnight campground in

San Francisco. With the planned

renovations and expanded services,

the campsite will offer a national

park camping experience in the city

to community groups and families,

including 15,000 low-income youth

who will be served through the

Camping at the Presidio (CAP)

program over the next five years.

The gift will also create 24 miles

of trails and six additional scenic

vista points. Hikers will be able to

traverse from the Lombard Gate to

the Golden Gate Bridge, or from

Mountain Lake to Crissy Field, on

well-marked trails.

These great Presidio destinations

will be open to all, bringing the

outdoors to youth, families, and

underserved communities, a priority

of the Haas, Jr. Fund.

The family’s connection to the

Presidio spans more than two

decades. In 1986, their first gift to

the Golden Gate National Parks

Conservancy for the Presidio jump-

started a new vision for Crissy Field.

Over the next 15 years, the Haas, Jr.

Fund generously supported the

shoreline transformation. This new

gift for the Presidio raises the Fund’s

giving to the Golden Gate National

Parks to more than $30 million, the

largest cash gift in national park

history.

The trails, campground, and

overlook work will be completed in

the next three to five years, and will

complement the extensive trail and

vista point improvements that have

already taken place in the Presidio,

such as Immigrant Point overlooking

the Pacific and Inspiration Point

above Tennessee Hollow.

The gift includes a $7 million

challenge that the Parks

Conservancy and the Presidio Trust

must raise in community support to

trigger the $10 million match for

trails.

Coast Buckwheat  (Eriogonum latifolium)

One of the many wildflowers that makes the spectacular coast of

California so beautiful, especially at this time of year, is the Coast

Buckwheat. Its pom-pom blossoms evoke the fantastic flora of a Dr.

Seuss book. These tightly clustered globes of tiny inflorescences are a

significant food source to a wide variety of pollinators. You yourself

may have eaten a domesticated cousin of our local native buckwheat in

a pancake, crepe, or soba noodle. The flour used for these foods is

largely comprised of flowers, not seeds.

West Coast Lady (Vanessa annabella)

Of the more than 20 species of butterflies that have been seen in the

Presidio in recent years, there are four that belong to the genus

Vanessa: Red Admirals, Painted Ladies, American Ladies, and West

Coast Ladies. The West Coast Lady has an atypically elegant and

feminine scientific name. Johan Christian Fabricius, a Danish

entomologist and economist, named the genus Vanessa in 1807

(“Vanessa” is Greek for butterfly). In 1971, William Field of the

Smithsonian Institute revised the species group, and Annabella is an

homage to his daughter.

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SCENIC DRIVES
IN THE PRESIDIO

‘‘[Maj. Gen. Irvin
McDowell] has built
new and first-class
roads through [the
Presidio] to Fort
Point….The drive from
Lone Mountain, along
Cemetery Avenue [now
Presidio Boulevard]
through the Presidio to
Fort Point, by the new
upper military road, is
the finest drive in the
country for first-class
marine views.

As the Presidio expands the park’s

network of trails, bikeways and

scenic overlooks (see p. 2), it is

timely to look back at the scenic

drives that the Army built here in the

late nineteenth century… routes that

we still enjoy today. The post

commanders and engineers took

great pains in designing these roads.

Because the Presidio was a large

military reservation that eventually

housed five separate commands –

the Presidio of San Francisco (Main

Post), Fort Point, Letterman

Hospital, Fort Winfield Scott, and

Crissy Army Air Field – a system of

roads was needed to link them

together.

The first major project was the

building of the granite seawall and

Marine Drive leading to Fort Point

on the Golden Gate in the 1850s.

By 1870, Lombard Street and

Presidio Boulevard were the formal

entrances to the post leading to

Funston Avenue, the Alameda and

the Civil War parade ground. By

1895, Presidio Boulevard and

Arguello Boulevard (with Inspiration

Point) made their graceful, sweeping

descent down the hills to the Main

Post (see photo).

By 1910, in conformance with Maj.

Hart’s 1907 master plan calling for

contour streets, Infantry Terrace and

serpentine Kobbe Avenue graced

the post. Along the ocean bluffs,

utilitarian roads gave access to the

batteries. By 1928, the western

section of Lincoln Boulevard

provided sweeping views of the

ocean ending at the 25th Avenue

Gate and connecting with El Camino

del Mar. In 1938, the post’s Lincoln

Boulevard became part of San

Francisco’s 49-Mile Scenic Drive.

The most recent scenic drive is

Mason Street along Crissy Field with

its exhilarating view over the marsh

and grass airfield towards the bay,

Angel Island, the Golden Gate

Bridge, and Marin County. The

scenic drives are important features

of the park and will be enhanced

with overlooks that will increase the

public’s enjoyment of the park’s

sweeping vistas.

“The kind of photography that I

chose many, many years ago – aerial

photography – demonstrates in a

way that no other form of

photography can what we are doing

to the Earth, the oceans, and the

atmosphere. What I do in my work is

see the beautiful aspects of our

environment, and also what we are

doing to it,” says Cameron.

Eight galleries showcase 55

magnificent large-format images

selected from Cameron’s work on

California, Nevada, Washington

State, Alaska, and Hawaii. The visual

tour travels through the air; along

the edge of the Pacific; across bays,

estuaries, rivers and lakes; through

forests; over mountains and deserts;

past energy sources, above farms

and ranches; and over cities and

monuments.
